Weriting Tasks — week 5 —w.b. 11" May

This week you are going to invent an animal and write a non-
chronological report all about it!

Today’s task is to invent an animal!
You need to think about:

- its features

- the purpose of the features

- whereiit lives

- what it eats

- how it catches its prey

- how it camouflages/protects itself

You could produce a picture of the animal and annotate these ideas or bullet point themin a
list.

Day 2

Today you are going to create a plan for your non-chronological report. You can use an ‘s’
plan, structured notes, a grid or whatever is easiest for you. Remember — planning is the
most important stage and the more detailed your plan, the better your writing will be.
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Topic title covers the whole subject. Non-chronological reports use factual language.

Brief introduction paragraph gives who/what/where Present tense verbs (unless it is a historical report, then it
overview. would be past tense).

The information is organised into paragraphs. Technical language may be explained in a glossary.

Each category has a sub-heading. Third person makes it impersonal.

Some information may be in fact boxes or

Extra details support the main points. General language, not particular examples.

Day 3

Your first task for today is to think about the title of your non-chronological report. This should
hook your reader and explain what the text is going to be about in one line/a few words.

These paragraphs should be
short but purposeful. Some ideas about what should be included are listed below. Do not

forget to use high-level punctuation, technical language, a formal tone and engage your
reader.
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Example of introduction

As the
threat of extinction continues to grow (dues to its habitat being destroyed and poachers killing
for fur) the Fluffinator's numbers are quickly decreasing. If you come into contact with a
Fluffinator or see it being mistreated, report the sighting to the local authority and together
we can help to release and increase the numbers of this wondrous creature in the wild.
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Day 5
