How to Play Rounders fv“"

Rounders is a traditional English game dating back to the Tuder times. The aim of the game is Lo score as

many rounders as possible.

How to play the game:

« Set up the area as shown in the diagram on the Rounders Pitch
resource.

« Organise the children into 2 equal teams (a minimum of &
players and @ maximum of 15 players).

« One team begins as batters and one as fielders.

« The bowler bowls the ball at the batter, who hits it as far as
they can out into the pitch.

« The fielding team attempt to catch the ball and return it to
the bowler or pass it to a player on the post that the batter is
running towards.

« Al this time the batter runs around the 4 posts, truing to score

& rounder.

Positions for Fielding Team:
« Bowler

« Back-stop

» Post 1 fielder

» Post 2 fielder

« Post 3 fielder

+ Post 4 fielder

rRemaining fielders- field in the
area around the posts.
