big as a mountain) 

 Conjunctions – add 
2 parts of a 
sentence together ( 

e.g. and, but, so, 
because, or, 
although) 

 Synonyms – a 
word that means a 

similar thing (e.g. 
said and shouted) 

 Adverbials/ 
prepositions – says 

where or when 
something is (e.g. 
beside, on, next to, 
before, in the 
morning)

back over and make sure 

it is the best writing you 
can do in your neatest 
handwriting.
